Community Energy Audits – How to conduct an energy audit ( date to be confirmed January- March 23)
An energy audit is an inspection and analysis of energy flows in a building with the objective of understanding the energy efficiency of the building being audited.
The primary objective of an Energy Audit is to determine ways to reduce energy consumption per unit of product output or to lower operating costs.
What will be covered in the training session:
· Why do an energy Audit?
· Conducting external/internal inspection of the building & why
· Explain comments on findings from the building inspection, which will be summarised in the survey report.
· Outline implications for Net Zero Carbon target and what it will mean to Community Buildings
· Outline different energy efficiency improvements that could be considered and potential for saving energy.
· Estimate CO2 savings from the measures that could be installed
· Consider the costs of installing measures.
· Consider the cost benefit and pay back times, when deciding what measures to install.
· Use the Energy Audit report to create a long-term plan for the energy improvements that the organisation has agree to implement and those that which may need further investment later, to complete.
